NATIONAL RANKINGS

A reminder about the ranking ladder is that it has become an essential tool for the LASA committee in order to rank sailors wanting to attend closed international events. 

The rankings are now being actively used in ranking our sailors who want to attend these closed entry events and as such one needs to actively sail the approved points events in order to qualify.  These events are the various Provincial Championships, (Eastern Cape, KZN, NorthVaal and Western Cape) as well as the Nationals.

There are two ranking ladders (Youth and Overall) as we have a growing youth contingent and these sailors could at times want to enter open events.

It should be noted that in order to comply with the new ILCA entry system, LASA have to rank sailors who have made application for entry into an event.
